For single-family homes only, the median price in King County rose 0.15%, from $669,000 a 
year ago to $670,000. The median price in Snohomish County fell 0.45%, from $492,225 
to $490,000.

In Seattle, the median single-family home price for August was $760,000, which is unchanged 
from August 2018.
